	4. Meeting Notes, Decisions, Issues 

	· NC accumulates assets from various sources, such as FIDM, IRS, pay plans, return payments, in a central repository.  Taxpayers are matched with the assets, and an elaborate set of business rules are used to determine where levies are issued.  KY and MN do similar.

· NC and NJ are working on RFPs for FIDM, to provide a tickler of taxpayers and get a response from the FI that an active account exists, not what type or the balance.
· FIDM (Financial Institution Data Match) was originally designed for Child Support Enforcement.  The standard was formalized in 2010 as an ASCII flat file.  States safeguard FIDM data similarly to FTI, especially since in the repositories FIDM data is commingled with IRS Levy Source data which is FTI.  Most states on the call used their entire liability files as the FIDM tickler.

· The desire to have some FI representatives on this team was discussed.  NC will send the names of local representatives with whom they have piloted their legacy program.  Jonathan noted that NACHA would probably not be involved, but that we do have a contact if needed.  It was suggested that we solicit interest from ANSI ASC X9, which is responsible for FI standards.

· Administrative pre-processes vary by state.  Several needed legislation to allow electronic levy.  Most needed to send some form of demand letter, possibly certified, and then wait 30 days before issuing the levy.  The actual lien may have to be filed with the Secretary of State or a superior court.  These processes would be handled by the state prior to the electronic standards that we are developing.

· Next step then will be to address the actual levy.  The team was asked for each state to prepare a spreadsheet of data elements that their state uses to prepare a levy and receive the response.  A template will be developed and posted for this purpose.
